COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION

This student cohort comprises of 19 students, 8 boys and 11 girls. All students have a medium to high level of literacy and numeracy. There is a range of ethnic diversity within the class, with students coming from Italian, Chinese and Vietnamese backgrounds.  Even though there is a cultural diversity within the class, there are no students that have an ESL background. Students have studied Stage 1 History, providing students with a strong background of history and historical skills. All students have a good understanding of essay writing and source analysis. Each student owns a laptop and has access during class and at home. Internet access is also available to each student at home. Students have access to online learning materials through OneNote.  



PROGRAM DESIGN

This program has been designed to engage students in developing their analytical and historical skills to a Year 12 standard. Student engagement will be achieved through a variety of approaches and resources, including diverse assessment tasks. During the program, students will experience history through a variety of mediums including films, visual and written sources, textbooks, websites, documentaries, literature and art. 
The program is to be delivered in an on-campus classroom over two semesters. There are 3 x 45 minute lessons and 1 x 90 minute lesson per week. Throughout the program, students will be required to complete homework including set reading, research and assignments. 
This program delivers two historical studies, both themed around European history throughout 1917-1945. The thematic study is focused on The Russian Revolution (Topic 3: Revolutions and Turmoil: Social and Political Upheavals). The depth study is centred on World War Two (Topic 9: An Age of Catastrophes: Depression, Dictators, and the Second World War). 



CAPABILITIES, LITERACY AND NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

Capabilities

Communication – This program incorporates a range of formative and summative tasks. These tasks have been designed to provide opportunities for students to develop their communication skills in a variety of mediums including oral, written and visual. 
Citizenship – Throughout this program students will engage with historical narratives that discuss and showcase cultural diversity. Students are required to undertake in-depth historical study and analysis of The Russian Revolution and World War II, in which they will be examining the social institutions, rights and responsibilities of individuals and groups, and the nature and influence of power relationships. 

Personal Development – This program provides students with the opportunity to empathise with a range of individuals and societies throughout The Russian Revolution and World War II. Students are also given the opportunity to develop their interpretation and evaluation skills. 
Work – This program allows students to strengthen their analytical, interpretation, research, writing and argumentative skills. These skills are applicable to all fields of work and vocational areas. 
Learning – Both the depth and thematic study allow students to develop their analysis, research and independent learning skills.
Literacy and Numeracy skills
This program allows students to develop their literacy skills in a number of ways including but not limited to:

· analysing historical content

· communication of their arguments and ideas in written and oral form
· critical examination of different historical text forms (e.g. film, newspapers, art). 

Students will be given the opportunity to develop their numeracy in the following ways:
· chronologically ordering historical events  
· analysing graphs and statistics.

‘Discuss and analyse the internal and external factors that contributed to the collapse of the Tsarist System’.

	Russian Revolution Website/Wiki page  
	Students will be required to create an informative website/wiki page on the Russian Revolution. Students need to focus their website on analysing key events, characters and ideas that contributed to the Russian Revolution. Students will need to include and critically analyse primary source data in their wiki page. 
	Written critical analysis. 

1000 word maximum.
Class time of 5 lessons; plus homework.

	Source analysis
	Students to critically analyse 4 primary sources on Nazi propaganda from World War Two.  
	Written critical analysis. 

1000 word maximum.
Test conditions in class. Time allocated 1 hour.

	Investigation
	Students are to create their own investigation question on World War Two. Each investigation question will need to be approved by the teacher. 
	Written argumentative essay.

	Podcast
	Students are to create a podcast analysing the nature of Hitler’s regime on a social and political level. Students will need to interpret primary sources and to support their argument. 
	Podcast interview. 

6 minute maximum. 

Class time of 5 lessons; plus homework. 

	Examination

(External component)
	The examination paper has three parts.

Part 1: Thematic study focusing on the key areas for inquiry in the thematic study. For each topic, the four key areas for inquiry are included in the examination. Students are required to answer one essay question from Part 1.

Part 2: Depth study focusing on the key areas for inquiry in the depth study. For each topic, the four key areas for inquiry are included in the examination. Students are required to answer one essay question from Part 2.

Part 3: Sources analysis focusing on the skills of sources analysis. Students are required to analyse and evaluate sources. Students are required to answer the sources analysis question in Part 3.
